The National Collegiate Boxing Association (NCBA) was formed in 1976 and is a group member
of USA BoxingThe NCBA philosophy and rules seek to provide a boxing éortlstudent

athletes with little or no experienceThe program emphasizes the teaching of fundamental
novice boxing skills and development of a fitness lifestylge association is designed to

provide a safe, positive educational experience for stuagghtetes and encourages

participation at the intramural, instructional, recreational and competitive amateur boxing
levels. Student athletes are limited to five bouts after their sixteenth birthday if they are to be
considered for the programThe NCBA cwlucts competitions throughout the year for the
following weight classed:12, 119, 125, 132, 139, 147, 156, 165, 175, 185, 195, and
Heavyweight1954). Each spring a National Championship Belt is awarded to the best
individual boxer per weight class ahtional Championship Trophy to the best team in college
boxing.

The NCBA Club Manual is designed to prowittemationto both new and existing clubs. In

this manual you will find suggestions on how to get a new club established and recognized by
your @llege or university as well as registration processes for all clubs. Additionally,
information is provided on sanctioning and planning a home event.

Recreational clubs do not register with the NCBA, are not
recognized by the NCBA and do not receive any type of insurance or liability
coverage from USAd&ing.

o Competitive¢ Members that desire to compete as an NCBA registered athlete.
Includes sparring and competitive bouts. The coach must deterrhmegadiness
for competition. Competitive memberand clubsmust be registered with the
NCBA and USA Boximgorder to receive USA Boxing insurance and liability
coverage.

Find a coach that is USA Boxing certified. Not only will your traeifgter, but it also
ensureghat training will beconducted properly and safelyhis will be important in getting
the club approved and recognized by the schodlditionally, at least one member of the
seconds working the corner in a competitive bout miosta egistered and certified coach.

| Find a faculty advisorMost institutions require a faculty advisor to be part of the club
organization. This advisor does not have to be knowledgeable about boxing, but be willing
to serve as the official represtative of the club and ensure club sports regulations are
followed. It is strongly recommended that the faculty advisor registers with USA Boxing.

The advisor may attend a local USA Boxing coaches certification clinic and, upon successful
completion, regster as a coachr as a norathlete.

| Identify a facility to hold workouts.

However, it
is imperative competitive boxers spar in a regulation ring before entering a
competition. The boxer must be intimately familiar with the give of the floor, the
traction of the canvas, and the confinement provided by the ropes. If your campus
does not have a ring or a facility large enough to house a ring, search for a local
boxingor martial artsgym and make arrangements with tlog/ner to use the
facility. Boxing merchandisers also have rings that can be purchased and range from
deluxe raised rings to portable ring ropes that use fsé&nding bags asorners.

Yourring solution will depend on youfacility space and funding.

Club registration is required before your boxers can compete in an NCBA sanctioned event
or conduct contact drills/sparring

0 The club membershiyear runs from January to December. This is consistent with

USA Boxing club and indivelutmembership years.

New clubs mustegister in the fall term (September thru December) and again at
the beginning of the new year(Example: Register your clulith the NCBA in
September 2009; your membershipactive through December 200Register
again in January 2010; membership is active through December 2010)

All competitiveclubs must be registereddfore the close of JanuaryThis ensures
registraion is completed before the heavy competition schedule from February to
April and also enables the registratistaffto better manage the volume of club and
individual registrations in the spring term.

Early club registration is encouraged so that cehtctivities can be resumed in
January. When completing registration form, use 1 January as the date even though
mailing in December.

A This certificate is an NCBA document adat held to USA Boxing timelines,
therefore it is completed at the beginning of each academic year and is valid
for the entire academic year (September through August). If any of the
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individuals listed in the positions change, simply inform the compéan
chairperson by phone or-mail and provide the updated list of nameghis
certificate must be renewed every year and updated accordingly.

An institutional seal or stamp must be placed on the form or a separate letter
on official letterhead must aompany the application.

The completed form should be mailed to the Compliance Chairperson. The
address can be found in this document and on the NCBA website.

0 USA Boxing Application for Club Membership/Renewal

Club registration is required beforgour boxers can conduct contact
drills/sparring.

This applicaon is a USA Boxing form and therefore must comply with the
USA Boxing timelines. New clubs must submit this form and payment in
September and again in January. Renewing clubs must submit this form and
payment in January.

Early registration is alloable and encouraged in December; list application
date as 1 January.

The completedorm and fees should be sent to the Compliance Chairperson.
Contact information can be found in this document and on the NCBA
website.

Once registration is complete, youll be notified by the NCBA and can begin
contact activities.
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Section lll: Individual Athlete Registration

This section is for all athletes that desire to compete in NCBA events to include sanctioned
home shows, NCBA invitational eventggional tournaments and the national championship.
Registration results in the issuance of an athlete passbook that must be presented during
weightins at all NCBA and USA Boxing sanctioned events and renewed on an annual basis.

I Individual Athlete Registation is required for any member of an NCBA registered club that
will participate in contact drills/sparring and competition.In accordance with USA Boxing
policies, registration is on a calendar year basis (January through December). USA Boxing
does rot provide any proration of the fee.

o New athletes:

A

A

If you desire to participate in contact drills/spar in the fall term, you must
register with the NCBA/USA Boxing before commencing those activities.

If you intend to compete in the fall term, yomust register no less than 30
days prior to the date of your first competitionThis 30 day requirement
provides the requisite time to complete the registration process and also
ensures you have adequate time to prepare for the competition.

Exceptiongo this rule are at the discretion of the regiakregistration
chairperson.

If an athlete registers for the first time in the fall term, he/she will need to
register again in the spring term, keeping in mind the 30 day requirement
before competitions.

If you have prior boxing experience, you must declare that experience and
may require a waiver from the NCBA Executive Committee and Regional
Chairs.

If you are already registered with another LBC, you can transfer your current
passbook to the NCBArfa reduced fee.

0 Renewing Athletes:

A

Your registration is valid through December so you may participate in contact
drills/sparring and competition during the fall term without any further
action.



A You need to submit a registration renewal applicatimiore participating in
the spring term and should adhere to the 30 day requirement.

0 Some planning considerations:

A The Spring term (JanuagyApril) is the busiest period for competitionsyou
are encouraged to apply iDecember or early January taeure you are
eligible for thespringcompetitionsand requisite training

A Regionals are held in March so you should be registered by February.

A To be eligible for the regional competition, you must have competed in at
least one NCBA sanctioned boutiihg the current academic year.

A To compete in an NCBA sanctioned event as an NCBA athlete, your club must
also be registered. Otherwise, you may compete only as a crossover and it
may not count towards regional eligibilityf competing as a crossonehe
bout should be indicated in your passbook.

A The registration process is slow because it requires the use of paper
applications and mail Regional registration chairs are quickly overwhelmed
by applications in the spring termso register early.

A You should not commit to a bout unless you are already registered or outside
the 30 day window and have ample time to get registered. Doing so puts an
dzy FIF ANJ 60 dzNRSY 2y (GKS NBIAAGNI GA2Yy OKI A
card at risk.

A Once regitered with the NCBA, an athlete may not enter or compete in any
USA Boxing tournament; Neadvancing events are allowable.

o0 USA Boxing Athlete Application

A Each competitive boxer must be registered with USA Boxing before
participating in any contact activities.

A NCBA policy is that boxers should be registered 30 days prior to a
competitive eventto ensure registratiomprocess can be completed, boxer is
adequately prepared and bout cards can be finalized with minimal disruption
due to registration issues.

It is allowable, and encouraged, to submit renewal registrations as early as
November 15 that will become effectiwe January.If registering early,
please list the application date as January af the coming year.

Completed forms and fees should be sent to your respective regional
chairperson.

New Athletes are reminded to provide feesnepleted application, two
photographs (head photos) and a certified birth verification document.

Renewing athletes are reminded to provide fees, completed application
(dated 1 January or later) and their passbookie passbook will be mailed
back to ya with a current sticker.

New boxers wanting to participate in contact activities and competitions in
the Fall term (August through December) must register and pay the full fee.
They must register again (renewal) in January for the entire year (January
through December).

Renewing boxers do not have to register for the Fall Term. They must
register in January to continue competitive or contact activities.

o Prior Experience Waiver

A

Per the NCBA Eligibility rules, a collegiate boxer may not have comipeted
more than five sanctioned bouts after the 1 8irthday.

If a college boxer has previous boxing experience (i.e., Junior Olympic,
Golden Gloves, PAL, etprjor to or after the 16" birthday, a waiver must be
submitted to the NCBA Compliance Chaigos prior to entering an NCBA
competition.

Each club should have a USA Boxing certified coach to ensure boxing activities are
conducted properly and safely.

At least one certified coach must be identified on the InstgantEligibility Certificate.

All machesmust be recognized by the schotijs can be a coach with no pv®us school
affiliation that is already certified astudent or faculy advisor that successfulipmpletes
a USA 8xing certiicationclinic.

A certified coach must be present at all club boxing workouts and events.

In order to work in the corner during an NCBA sanctioned event, the seconds must be either
USA Boxing registered athletes or coach/rathletes.

USA Boxing requires a background check foratbietes d initial registration and every
two years thereafter If applicable, download the NeAthlete Bacground Check Form
from the NCBA Website and ail with the registration form. The background check is to
identify previous sexual abuse/assault against msnother criminal offenses do not
disqualify an applicant

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Section V: Athlete Eligibility Compliance

This section is to provide information on how to declare your athleteggtility prior to the
Regional Tournament. Failure to provide this form with Registrar, or designated
representative, will cause you to be denied entry into the Regional Tournament and be
ineligible for the National Championships.

I NCBA Eligibility Ruge

0 A collegiate boxer must be a fiiine student at an accredited institutiomvhich
he/she is attending for graduation.

o0 At the time of competition, a student athlete shall not be enrolled in thes 12
semester hours of study, regardless of their igion's definitionof a minimum
full-time program of studies with the exception of firmdmester.

o Final Semester/Quartera student athlete may compete while enrolledi@ss than
a minimum fultime program of studies, provided that tretudent is emolled in the
final semester or quarter of the Baccalauregt®gram and the institution certifies
that the student is carrying for credite courses necessary to complete their degree
requirements and wilgraduate.

o Athletic Eligibility for collegiatedxing will be initiated at the time of thimdividual's
first NCBA athlete registration and be effective as four yeafigaen

o First year, fultime graduate students (fulime graduate student is defineals not
less than eight semester or quarter hoyrarho have not completetbur years of
NCBA competition are eligible.

0 A collegiate boxer may not have competed in more than five bouts tfter 16th
birthday, unless the boxer has been cleared through the waivecess.

o If a college boxer has prewus competitive boxing experience (i.e., Jur@ympic,
Golden Gloves, P.A.L., etc.) prior or after their 16th birthdayai@er must be
submitted to their regional director, in all cases, prioratsy NCBA competition. A
detailed synopsis of competitidior review andapproval by the NCBA Executive
Committee for a final eligibility decision.

0 Restrictions: Failure to meet any of the above requirements will render the
competitor ineligible for collegiate competition.

o Twoyear college students are permitléo participate, as long as theyeet the
above mentioned criteria, in all NCBA sanctioned competiixeept for the NCBA
National Championship and their RegioQalalifier(s).

o The Eligibility Certificate is usedpoovide evidence thaall NCBA athletes are
compliant with the NCBAeligibilityrequiremens. It must be signed Bach athlete
andthe University Registrar or designated representative and be accompanied by
onethe following:

A institutional seal/stamp m the certificate,

A a separate letter with university letterhead and original signature of registrar
or designated representative,

A an original copy of enrollment documents with university seal.

o The Eligibility Certificate must be received by @@mpliance Chairpersoprior to
the start of the Regional Tournamemt order for your boxer to be eligible to
compete. Exceptions may be granted by the Regional Chairperson, however, only if
the Regional Chairpersois in receipt of the certificate prior to the boxer competing
in the regional tournament. This requiremestin place to prevent boxers that are
not compliant with NCBA eligibility rules from competing and advancing to the
national tournament.

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Section VI:Sanctions

This section provides information on the requirement to request a sanction prior tctiog
an NCBA sanctioned event.

If you plan to host a home show, you magiply for a sanction 30 days in advance of the
event.

The sanction must be displayed at the event.

If you desire Third Party insurance, you can also apply for a certifitisditity at no
additional cost.

Complete ad mail the form wih feesto the NCBA President. Contact information can be
found in Appendix A of this document and on the website.

Failure to properly sanction your event is a serious violation of NCBA&AMBoxing
regulations and puts your athletes, program and tHeBW at risk. Ramifications may
include disciplinary action against your club.

Following your event, you must submit a Financial Report to the NCBA President. This form
can be found on the website and an example in Appendix H of this document.

Risk Management Make sure ya review the risk management document as you plan

your event. You will likely have to provide a safety/liability brief to a university
administrator in order to get permission to host the event.

NCBA Rules SupplemenYou must know and follow theseles- they may be a little

different from typical USA Boxing rules, however, we are granted these exceptions. Make

sure your officials understand the NCBA rules.

o For nontournament shows, coaches may agree upon weights that are different

from the NCBA approved weight classes as long as the opposing boxers are within

USA Boxing allowable weight differentials.

o Itis pemissible to hold crossover bouts during the show. At least one athlete in

each bout should be an NCBA registered athlete.

o0 Once the bout order is established and the first bout has started, all bout order

changes must be coordinated with the chief ofi.

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Ringside Physician

A physician must perform the pit@out physicals and stay at ringside during all
bouts, as well as perform immediate pdsbut assessments.

USA Boxing recommends two so one can stay ringside while the other attends to
compeitors needing additional care.

Check around for physicians that are USA Boxing certified. Check with any local
gyms or LBC that put on boxing shows. If none, make sure the physician you choose
is familiar with USA Boxing rules and guidelines (USA d8b&chnical Rules, Article

VII) and registers with USA Boxing; the fees are waived and additional
insurance/liability coverage is provided.

Some may require compensation so take that into consideration as you plan your
budget.

Weighins should be compted prior to the prebout physicals. Ensure you adhere
to agreed upon weights and USA Boxing rules regarding allowed weight disparities.

o Oxygen should be present and support from an emergency medical team (EMT) is
recommended.

Need a minimum of three sets of each (recommesjdaéd a
glove table where the gloves are cleaned after each bout andiged\to
competitors warming up. Gloves must have the USA Boxing competition label.

0 Headgear: Competitors must wear USA Boxing competition headgear. Recommend
each competitor purchase and wear their own so that it is fitted properly. However,
if competitors do not have their own, the host can provide or they can share. If this
is the case, care must be taken to ensure the headgear is fitted properly before
entering the ring. In this case, ask the referees to carefully check the fit before the
bout; they normally do a headgear and mouthpiece check anyway, but | would alert
them to the fact that the headgear may need additional checking.

o Groin Protectors: Male boxers must wear groin protectors.

o Uniforms: Boxing Singlet and shorts. Belt lineshie different color. USA Boxing
regulations have additional information regarding appropriate competition attire.
